ACCESS 2007 SALES AGREEMENT AND EXHIBITOR RULES

1. ACCESS 2007 will be held at the Seattle Center Northwest Rooms on Wednesday, March 7, 2007.

2. EXHIBIT SPACE is defined as an 8’ x 10’ back-draped area, 6’ draped table, two chairs, and an exhibitor sign.

3. MOVE IN  - All exhibitors must be moved-in and ready when the event opens at 10:00 a.m.   No late move-ins will be permitted.

4. MOVE-OUT will take place immediately after the close of the event at 2:00 p.m. on Wednesday, March 7, 2007.  No early move-outs will be permitted.

5. EXHIBIT SPACE must be occupied during all hours of the event by a representative of the exhibiting organization.

6. Signing of the Sales Agreement constitutes a commitment to exhibit at ACCESS 2007.  NO REFUNDS WILL BE ISSUED.

7. No exhibitor is allowed to assign, sublet, or apportion the whole or any part of space allotted without permission of ACCESS Management.

8. Each exhibitor shall assume responsibility for damage to the exhibit hall and shall indemnify and hold harmless ACCESS, its employees, volunteers, agents and the Seattle Center for all liability that might ensue from any cause whatsoever, including accidents or injuries to exhibitor, their agents or employees.  The exhibitor assumes responsibility for any accidents, injury, or property damage to any person viewing exhibit where such accidents, injury, or property damage is caused by the negligence of the exhibitor, agents or employees.  ACCESS reserves the right to require proof of insurance from exhibitors.

9. All exhibit materials, equipment, and property of any kind shall be at the sole risk of the exhibitor.  The exhibitor is urged to insure all property on display during the event.  If any exhibitor’s property is lost, stolen, damaged, or destroyed, no part of such loss or damage is to be charged to or borne by ACCESS or the Seattle Center.

10. ACCESS reserves the right to determine if exhibitor, product, or service is suitable for inclusion in the ACCESS event.

11. ACCESS shall not be liable for any damages or expenses incurred by any exhibitor due to delay, interruption, or postponement.  In the event of cancellation by the Seattle Center, ACCESS will first make every reasonable effort to relocate to another site in the immediate vicinity, should it be in the best interest of all concerned.  In such case no refund will be made.  If the event is not held, ACCESS may retain as much of the amount paid by exhibitors as deemed necessary to defray expenses already incurred by ACCESS.  The balance, if any, will be distributed to all exhibitors on a pro rate share and the criteria set by ACCESS.  ACCESS shall not be liable for or deemed to be in default due to any delay or failure caused by conditions beyond the reasonable control of ACCESS.

12. These rules and regulations are intended to be clear and complete.  However, should any disagreement or controversy arise concerning the interpretation of these rules and regulations, then it is expressly agreed that the interpretation or decision of ACCESS with reference to such shall be conclusive, final, and binding on all parties concerned or otherwise involved.
